PROGRAM OBJECTIVES:

The MNROA George and Louise Graham Memorial Scholarship/Bursary was developed to provide financial assistance and encouragement to enable students to further their education at the post secondary school level.

The award honors George and Louise Graham, a Natural Resource Officer and wife for many years with the Department of Natural Resources who both passed away in the mid 90’s and whose memory and contributions to the MNROA this award will perpetuate.

ELIGIBILITY:

To be eligible the applicant must be a son or daughter and/or a dependent of a Natural Resource Officer or Assistant Resource Officer who is a paid-up regular member of the Manitoba Natural Resource Officers’ Association.

Applicants must be enrolling in a full-time post secondary program leading to a diploma, certificate or degree at an accredited college, technical school or university.

BASIS OF SELECTION:

Selections by the Committee are based on the following factors:

· Applicants enrolled in a renewable natural resource based program will be given first priority.  The applicant’s year in their program will be consideration.

· Demonstrated previous work and volunteer experience and recreational activity in renewable natural resource type activities. 

· Letter by the applicant stating why he or she thinks they should be considered for the award.

Selections are based on a 20 point scoring system.  Points are also available for creativity.

All applicants will be treated in an equitable manner.

The committee may make recommendations to the Association regarding special circumstances, which might justify a departure from, or a revision to, the established program.

AWARD:

The scholarship award winner will receive $500 towards their post-secondary education.  The award is to be used towards, tuition, books, rent, or any other related education costs.

PAYMENT OF AWARDS:

All applicants, successful or otherwise will be appropriately notified of the committee’s decisions.  The award will be applicable to the academic year commencing in September of that year.

A cheque will be forwarded to the winner, once the committee has received a copy of the first-terms marks statement showing a passing grade point average for that semester and proof of the applicants enrollment for the second semester.

SELECTION COMMITTEE:

The MNROA George Graham Memorial Scholarship/Bursary Committee is made up of regular members of the Manitoba Natural Resource Officers’ Association.  All decisions of the selection committee are final.

APPLICATION PROCEDURE:

Applications are available upon request from any MNROA director or GGM Committee member.  Completed application forms with necessary supporting data are to be forwarded to the committee chairperson no later than December 31st of each year.
